Special Order of Business – University Budget Presentation
Dr. Bricketto - For at least 15 years, before we take the budget to the Council of Trustess, we bring it to SGA to answer any questions that students may have. Linda will go through it and we have a panel to help with questions.

Linda Boucher – 
Overview: Projected $208 (or 6.1%) overall increase in Room and Board, Sykes Union, Health Center and Recreation Center fees (or 3.3 % overall increase in mandatory resident fees based on FY07 tuition rates)

· Includes projected salary increases based on applicable FY08 bargaining agreements and benefit rate increases.
· Increases in all student wage budgets (Health Center, Sykes Union and Residence Life) to cover state mandated increase in minimum wage rates which will be fully implemented by July 1, 2007. Mandated increase from $5.15/hr to $7.15/hr.
· Adjustments in projected utility expenditures based on review/revision of utility allocation formula, current usage and anticipated rate increases.
· Decrease in Custodial Management Contract budget due to elimination of “start up costs”.
· Adjustments in fire safety costs due to negotiation of overall contract to cover all fire safety needs.
· Year seven of ten year contribution to Information Services Long-Range Plan to update infrastructure and incorporate new technology
Health Center: $74/semester ($5/semester or 7.2% increase)

· Increase in student co-pay from $5/visit to $8/visit. Part of two-year phase-in to increase to $10/visit by FY09 (Fall 2008)

· Addition of new part-time Assistant Director of “Alcohol, Tobacco and Other Drugs (ATOD)” program to meet ongoing needs of students and to assist in the coordination of all education and University services related to ATOD.

· $5400 increase to cover two hours/week additional Psych/Counseling services

· Addition of new “Transfers Repair/Replacement” line to provide funding for future move and outfitting of a replacement Health Center

Sykes Union: $61/semester ($4/semester or 7.0% increase)
· Increase in student wage budget related to state mandated increase in minimum wage that will affect hourly rates for all student employees in Sykes.

· Small operating increases to cover implementation of the “green clean” custodial concept, the second “green clean” building for the WCU campus (first is new SOMPAC), and other operating increases.

Food Services: $1,019/semester 14 meal plan (increase of $36/emester or 3.7% -- 14 meal plan
· Increase of 3.16% per Consumer Price Index (CPI) in meal plan cost.

· One-time, non-base reduction to “Transfers (Renovation Costs)” line.

Residence Halls: $2,194/semester North Double, $2,548/semester South Double ($84/semester North and $98/semester South or 4.0% increase)

· 80% reduction in North and South Campus summer revenue due to elimination of free Summer Room and Board program.

· $10,000 increase in Student Programming budget to provide additional programs for residence hall students.

· Increase in Public Safety salary budget to partially fund three additional police officer positions. Additional staffing needed to meet increase in calls to the Residence Halls. (University budget to provide balance of funding for the positions.)

· Student wages reflect balance of increase in state mandated minimum wage (majority of increase was previously factored into FY07 budget in anticipation of legislative action).

· Small operating increases to cover miscellaneous maintenance increases.

Recreation Center: New Phased-in Fee starting Fall 2007 for First Year Students ($79/semester) and Sophomores ($59/semester)
· Project and fees originally approved by a Student Referendum in April 2002. In February 2006, an updated fee schedule was approved to reflect current dollars. The Council of Trustees approved the project and fee on March 23, 2006.

· Graduated Fee for sophomores and first-year students beginning Fall 2007. graduated fee is charged for the two0year construction period (August 2007-July 2009); when the building opens (anticipated in August 2009), the full $133 fee will be charged to all students. The construction period had to be extended from original projections due to the necessary demolition work needed to clear the building site which is currently occupied by Speakman Building and the Motor Pool. Due to this extension the Graduated Fee will not be assessed to Juniors in FY08 (in addition to Seniors who were originally exempt from the fee) since they will graduate before completion of the project.

· The new “Recreation Center” will be a key student building on campus dedicated to promoting health, wellness, and recreational activities. It will include a fitness center, track, gymnasium, multi-activity courts, multi-purpose rooms, racquetball courts, rock climbing wall, and social lounge areas.

Credit by Exam: $72 ($47 increase)

· Fee now consistent with CLEP both of which grant credits for a “standardized test” or a series of tests/extracurricular projects.
Tracy Pedron – When is the $8 for health center going to be implemented?

Linda Boucher – Fall of 2007

Tracy Pedron – Fall of ‘08 it will be at $10?  Is that for the ATOD worker?

Linda Boucher – Increase co-pay instead of fee to all students.

Tracy Pedron – When co-pay was $0, why did it go up to $5?

Linda Boucher – To do it a dollar or two at a time wouldn’t give us enough money. This was a fair way to raise the cost.

Mary Ann Hammond – Student health fee and visit fee are different. Health fee goes out to every student but not all of them go to the health center. Visit fee is for people who use the service. $5 dollar increase brought in 50000 dollars.

Emily Mikulasko - Where does the money go to?

Linda Boucher – Helps us balance the budget to pay for projected increase in salaries, supplies, lab work, etc. 

Rob Malone – What is the green-clean?

Dave Tim – Don’t have all of details yet.

Jerry Marcus – Sykes expansion fee, was that from when it was expanded in the past and isn’t paid off?

Dave Timmann – yes, we will be paying it off until 2015

Linda Boucher – Remember, the funding for just about everything comes from student fees. They have to be self supported operations.

Matt Jochym – What caused the 3.3 to 3.8 increase in food services?

Linda Boucher  – based on consumer price index.

Tom Purce – Our data comes from PASSHE so we have to use that.

Matt Tomko – You mentioned the Rec center fee, when will it be done?

Linda Boucher – fall 2009.

Matt Tomko – Once sophomores become juniors, do they still pay?

Linda Boucher – yes, they will pay a fee. Once building is open, everyone pays.

Kristen Gilia – Copay will be increasing, what about test prices?

Mary Ann Hammond – We do those basically at cost so if they raise their costs, we have to raise them. 

Leonarda Parente – Meal plan going up, does value of meal plan go up?

Tom Purce – Yes will go to $4.10.

Leonarda Parente – What is the Sykes rate difference between custodial services and management?

Linda Boucher – We used to have an outside source manage the custodial staff. Custodial staff is to pay for staff. Maintenance is for the people that fix the building.

Leonarda Parente – How often does the management come in?

Dave Timmann – weekly depending on needs.

Louisa Correal – How much was the phone fee prior to this year?

Linda Boucher – $324,000. This budget factors in phones for RA’s and halls.

Matt Holliday – is this the end of ARAMARK’s contract?

Tom Purce – no, this is the 3rd of a 5 year contract.

Matt Holliday – Will you be reviewing the other options?

Tom Purce – 2 years from now
Cheryl Ardin – What is the residence hall unallocated?

Linda Boucher – Res. Hall has to pay chancellor’s fund, unemployment comp, worker’s comp, leave payouts, etc. Set aside money for certain things.

Emily Mikulasko – if rec. center isn’t opened on time, will students still have to pay the fee?

Linda Boucher – we’ve factored in extra time for completion so this shouldn’t be an issue.
Diane DeVestern – we are very confident that we will be on schedule. Students will not be charged a full fee until the doors are opened.

Emily Mikulasko – if there are students going into their 5th year, will they have to pay the fee when the rec center opens?

Diane DeVester – any student at the university will have to pay.

Kara Jessel – are on and off campus charged the same? Full time/part time?

Linda Boucher – part time students don’t pay the same as full time. Off campus and on campus pay the same

Dr. Bricketto – This process is very important. The trustees will ask Tracy if this makes sense to the students. Thank you very much Linda. Any other questions?

Kyle Mullins – We really appreciate you including students in this conversation. Students should have a say in this sort of thing
