Athletics and Recreational Services – Alyssa Conaway – As I am sure most of you recall, the Recreation Department set many goals last semester for this semester. One of those goals was to work more together as an organization. I am pleased to report that they have been actively and whole-heartedly meeting that goal this semester. Their student advisor is very pleased with the cooperative teamwork displayed by the students. 

The Recreation Department has grown significantly. Every sport offered has increased in size, and more teams are forming. Some sororities are interested in getting involved as well, which will be sure to increase the intramurals. 

The Recreation Department is facing some challenges, however. They are in dire need of more field space, both indoor and outdoor. We are all very enthused that the department is growing and that more students are looking to get involved, but the Recreation Department needs the appropriate space to accommodate them. Teams who wish to play intramurals sports will be put onto waiting lists because they do not have the time or space for them to play. 

One of the main sources of this problem is the time blocks set aside for the Athletics Department and the Recreation Department. Currently, the Athletic Department has most of the indoor and outdoor field spaces from three in the afternoon until nine at night. However, they do not always use the spaces during those times; if a team has an away game the spaces may sit empty until nine when the Recreation Department can move into the spaces. The intramurals sports could be using the courts while the athletic teams are away. Being able to do so would alleviate some of their problems.  

For example, right now there is snow on the ground, so the athletic teams practice inside. When the weather warms up and they move outside, though, there will be empty gyms----gyms that the Recreation Department and intramural sport teams could be using. Students are paying activity fees, and they pay the fee to register an intramural sport, but then they are unable to play because of time and space constraints. 

Another challenge faced by the Recreation Department concerns their fiscal issues. They are one of the largest constituencies of paid students on campus. The increase in minimum wage from $5.25-$7.15 an hour has had a great effect on them. They have to pay officials, coordinators, and other student employees. They have contacted financial aid to request more work/study students (they currently have about twenty) in an effort to reduce the effects of this problem. 

Yet another growing concern from the Recreation Department is the fitness center. First and foremost, the 2000 square-foot space is lovely, but once it is filled to its capacity of sixty-five people, others are locked out. Again, students are paying fees so that they will be able to utilize amenities such as the fitness center. Dr. Gambino hopes that the new space in the Recreation Center will be much larger than it is now so that it can accommodate the influx of students here at West Chester. 

Dr. Gambino has an important announcement regarding the Recreation Center:  there will be a meeting on Wednesday, April 25th, most likely here in Sykes ballrooms, for students to see models of the Recreation Center. The architects will have a variety of plans available for students to see and critique. Since the Recreation Center is for the students, they would like to get as many students involved in the planning of it as possible. After receiving the feedback from the students, the architects will then revise their plans accordingly. As it gets closer to the date, I will send a reminder via email out to all of the senators and to the executive board. I will ask you to then forward it to every single West Chester University student you know so that we can have input from as many students as possible. As fellow student leaders, I look forward to seeing you all on April 25th. 

Dr. Gambino’s expectations for the remainder of the semester are simple. He wants to keep the number of intramural sports increasing and keep getting more students involved. Unfortunately, he cannot get any more outdoor intramurals right now, but he is looking into getting more space so that the department can continue growing and expanding.
