Ben Brautigam – The Bylaw committee discussed these vacant seats and we felt that it is a slap in the face that these groups have not sent a representative to the society. We propose that if they don’t send a rep in enough time, they should be removed.

Jerry Marcus – I was RHA senator last semester. I agree, it is a privilege to have a seat here. There are only a few organizational seats and there are 225 orgs on this campus. There are many people who would like to have these seats.

Robert Malone – The bylaw review committee was unanimous in enforcing a probationary period until they send a rep.

Chanele Pickney – LASO meets at the same time as SGA. Is there anything we can do?

Matt Holliday – We tried to work with LASO and asked that a representative just go to their executive board meeting.

Tracy Pedron – Should we remove the senate seat or take away their voting privelige. They got a senate seat for a reason. They may be able to get back in the game next semester when the org rolls over and new people join. Maybe a goal for upcoming organizations will be to send a rep to SGA. I think we should take away voting privilege but not their seat.

Matt Holliday – They won’t have any incentive to send a rep.

Robert Malone – Taking away a seat is a last measure. It is not good if they have a seat and aren’t using it. If they aren’t going to work with us, why should we work with them.

Anna Moronski – I don’t see taking away their voting privilege as a hard enough consequence. If we’re giving them a seat, it’s an honor. There are a lot of other orgs that would like this seat as well but we gave it to an org that doesn’t care. 

Matt Holliday – If you tell them that their voting privileges are going to be taken away, it’s not forcing them to come back to you. I do realize it’s getting late but if someone wants to make a motion to refer this to committee, you can do that if it gets too late. An informal vote on where the senate stands on removing a seat can be done to see what the senate thinks.
