CBC Review of SSI Bookstore

The meeting started with the President of the Campus Bookstore Consulting Corp. giving his analysis of the operation of the SSI bookstore. The aim of the company assessing the SSI bookstore was to:

· Provide an independent assessment of the WCU bookstore operation

· To “benchmark” the bookstore’s service level and historical financial performance;

· To identify the Strategic Initiatives necessary to improve the financial return, to improve the level of service, and to remain competitive; and

· To project the financial and service potential of the WCU Bookstore.

CBC observed the following opportunities which could be improved to maximize the SSI Bookstore’s performance:

· Facility Improvements

· Customer Service

· Communication with faculty

· Textbook department service

· Used textbook availability

Furthermore, CBC identified six Strategic Initiatives that need to be implemented in order for the SSI book store to achieve its potential:

· Increase Textbook market share

· Improve the Used Text Book program

· Develop and Implement Superior Customer Service Standards

· Improve Space Utilization of the bookstore facility

· Improve Internal Operational Controls

· Improve the General Merchandise Dept.

For example, Customer service has dramatically improved with less waiting times to purchase Books etc. & the staff members are more approachable.
