They’re willing to work with me for free on a Thursday or Friday night. If you have any more ideas, let me know. I will be taking McCarthy Hall ice skating next semester as well. Montana West (a place for country line-dancing and bull riding) is willing to offer it free to WCU students, as well. Please, spread this to your friends, and I need your involvement too. I was where you are and I want you to know that I’m here to help you. If you have any community issues, let me know. 

Cheryl Ardin – What exactly is covered in the presentation?

Officer Barr – Each time it’s different. At the next meeting, a WCU student that went through AA is coming here to talk about how to combat alcoholism. Also, we will be showing students where they can go instead of parents if they don’t feel like they can talk to them.

Officer Barr – Before, when we meet in a common area. During the actual activity, I try to talk to students one on one as well.

Leonarda Parente – The event that you talked about, is that only available through McCarthy Hall?

Officer Barr – Right now, yes. I just want to get my feet wet but it will be open to everyone hopefully starting next semester.
Leonarda Parente – What advertising have you done?

Officer Barr – So far I’ve only talked to RA’s and RD’s. I will be using every media outlet here at WCU when it is opened up to everyone.

The track surrounding the turf had to cure for a few weeks, so during that time period soccer was held on Holinger Field. The games were moved after October 2nd to the new turf. 

The Recreation Department has an exciting plan for the years ahead. The plans for a new Recreation Center are now underway. The Speakman Building and most of the surrounding parking lot will be demolished for the new Recreation Center. The demolition is scheduled to begin in the summer of 2007, as long as all the zoning requirements are met and approved. The Recreation Department would like to see the finished building in 2008; all students should keep in mind, however, that it is a time-consuming process with many people and stages involved. When a survey was undertaken in 2002, students indicated that they would like to see a larger fitness space, a rock wall, racquetball courts, an elevated track, and numerous other fitness rooms for activities such as spinning and aerobics. The final plans have not been designed yet, so more feedback will be appreciated when it is requested. All students should again remember that it is an ongoing process. 

The Recreation Department would like to see support from the Student Government Association, mainly for the new Recreation Center. It is a place for the students to spend whatever down-time they may have, and the Recreation Department wants the student body to be active in the planning and designing of the Center so that it will be an enjoyable place for everyone.
