Tony Santiago – I wanted to talk about the recent attacks at BK and maybe something that SGA can help with as safety is concerned. I was thinking about organizing a proposal to the University administration or Town-Gown meeting. It could include changes to make our campus and environment a little safer. We could target it to student orgs to get faculty input as well. This would be a great way to send the message that we want a safe campus environment and to let the West Chester community know that we are part of their communities and that we care about our safety. These attacks are happening; students shouldn’t feel unsafe walking around campus.
Kyle Mullins – Anyone have ideas for our safety or our safety committee? We thought that things were getting better but we had 2 attacks near BK by 12 people.

Tony Santiago – They attacked 3 people.
Elyssa Sobel – When did the 3 people get attacked? I feel that cops are out more on weekends than on weekdays.
Tony Santiago – Parking lots are usually very dark. We have the “take back the night” event in April. If SGA backs us, it would be more powerful if we went to the borough.

Matt Tomko – Were these just muggings?

Tony Santiago – I just saw the safety alerts. Both attacks were against males.


Matt Tomko – Was there any motive: gang fight, drugs, etc?

Tony Santiago – I didn’t see any motive. There were 12 attackers though and if nothing is done it will be sending the wrong message that we don’t care.

They will say that crime is down from last year but I like the idea. Our safety committee meets next on Nov. 29 at 6:30 in Sykes 252. There is a borough meeting tomorrow night if you’d like to go. 

Tony Santiago – To bring this to the borough now would be like striking the fire while it’s hot. I’m surprised that people don’t know about it. People need to know.

At this meeting, Dr. Gambino showed the committee tapes of other school’s Recreation Centers, including Kutztown University and East Strasburg University. He hoped that students would be able to decide exactly what they want in West Chester University’s Recreation Center after viewing the videos and seeing what other schools have. 

He wants to make sure that the Recreation Center will be a place for people to not only play competitive sports, but also to have fun. There will be activities for students to challenge themselves, such as a rock wall and different clinics, as well as intramural sports. Once the Recreation Center is complete, the Recreation Offices will move from Ehinger Gym and Hollinger Fieldhouse to the new building. 

Demolition and the building processes for the Recreation Center are slated to begin after commencement in 2007. Dr. Gambino is not completely sure, but he does believe that a parking garage will be built on the corner of New and Nields Streets because much of the current parking lot behind Lawrence will be eliminated for the Recreation Center. If all goes as planned, the Recreation Center will be open in 2008.

Dr. Gambino hopes that the Student Government Association will continue to support the Recreation Department and the Recreation Center. He hopes that all students recognize the Recreation Center as a positive place for them to have fun. It will be a welcome addition to West Chester University.
