Athletics and Recreational Services – Alyssa Conaway – The Recreation Department has had many accomplishments over the fall semester. They started using their new logo, “rec this,” which they also printed onto shirts for their staff. They reorganized their webpage and cleaned out a storage room which they turned into a conference room for their staff meetings. They also started participating in many community service activities, including helping the Greeks complete a service project and donating to United Way. The staff now feels like the Recreation Department is more than simply intramural sports. On a personal level, Dr. Gambino has delegated more responsibility this semester than in the past to student leaders. This has been rewarding because he has had the opportunity to watch the students grow. 

A major concern that Dr. Gambino has for the Recreation Department for next semester is money. As of January 1, 2007, minimum wage becomes $6.25 an hour. This means that all of the students currently employed by the Recreation Department who make $5.15 will have salary increases. However, $6.25 is currently the wage for the coordinators, so their salaries will have to be increased accordingly too. Most of the students who work with the Recreation Department are on the payroll, so much of the Recreation Department’s money next semester will be given to the staff.

Dr. Gambino would also like to enquire about insurance for competing teams; the Recreation Department does have many intramural sports, but some teams (such as but not limited to women’s soccer, men’s lacrosse, ice hockey and rugby) travel to other schools to compete. He would like a policy for catastrophic events---should a player injure him- or herself so badly that the medical bills are in excess of a set amount (such as $30,000) the West Chester University insurance would go into effect so that the student is not crippled financially as well as medically. This is difficult, however, because student clubs cannot receive insurance. Ultimately, it is only for the best interest of the students. 

The Recreation Center is still a work in progress. Dr. Gambino hopes that when it is completed the Recreation Department will not lose its current space in Ehinger Gymnasium. He would still like to use that space as well as Hollinger Fieldhouse and the Sturzebecker Health and Science Center on South Campus. The fitness center in Sykes would most likely be moved to the Recreation Center, as would the aerobics studio. It has not yet been decided what will take the place of those spaces. 

Currently the track is open every day from 11am to 2pm. There may be pressure, however, to increase these times next semester. The community may want more hours so that they can walk or jog in the evening as well, but that would depend on whether the Recreation Department would have enough people to work and enough money to pay them. 

The Recreation Department has many goals for next semester. They would like to try to be as fiscally responsible as possible. Dr. Gambino is considering several options for a trip in the spring semester (white-water rafting, skiing, and rock climbing were some of the ideas) but they may not take place because of the fiscal difficulties. They are also losing about 5-6 people from their staff due to graduation and will start interviewing new people for the available positions. They are currently running an advertisement in The Quad to find as many interest students as possible. Another goal is to continue working more as an office and staff. Dr. Gambino believes that this has been the best year yet as far as communication in the staff is concerned. He also would like the Recreation Center committee to work with the architect to design the best state-of-the-art facility possible with the money they have. 

As always, Dr. Gambino asks for continued support from SGA for the Recreation Department and the Recreation Center in particular.
